 Write
Write a news report about one of the stories 

you have learnt this month. One person can act 
as a news reporter and interview eyewitnesses. 
Give the other family members roles as people 
in the story. Write this as a script and then 
present it or record it and make a video with 
someone in the news station hearing from the 
news reporter in the ‘field’.

Play
Design a game of ‘Pin the children next to 

Jesus’. 
You will need a large picture of Jesus, pins or 
Blu-tack, a blindfold and cut-out pictures of 
children. Put the picture of Jesus up on the wall 
and take it in turns to be blindfolded. Spin the 
blindfolded person around and ask them to pin 
a picture of a child as close to Jesus as they can. 
The winner is the person who gets their child 
the closest!  

Serve
Can you find some opportunities to 

spend 10 or 15 minutes serving your church 
or community together? This could be litter-
picking the area outside, picking up leaves 
outside the hall, praying for situations in the 
local area or wider world, making biscuits to 
serve the congregation.

Investigate
