STARTERS 
1. PASS THE PARCEL

wrapping paper. Ensure there is a layer for each child to open. 

 A sharing prize for the winner, eg a big multipack bag of chocolates/sweets 
 Device or speakers to play music

 A soft ball or another item that can be thrown and caught easily 

3. GIFT WRAPPING COMPETITION 
 Recyclable wrapping paper 
 Sticky tape and scissors 
 Rolls of ribbon

1. WHAT’S THAT SMELL?  
 Various scents from different perfumes
